
Senbazuru, or one thousand cranes, involves making many cranes from a range of different colored papers and connecting them together on a string. Senbazuru are used as gifts to wish health when visiting the sick and can often be seen as votive offerings at temples and shrines. The various wishes expressed in these offerings include being able to play in the national high school baseball tournament at Koshien Stadium or passing the test for one's preferred school. In addition, the use of senbazuru to express a prayer for peace continues to spread, not only in Japan but around the world.
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
